Dear Church Family,


	A librarian I knew many years ago told me about how she was faced with “deleting Jesus” in a very tangible and unique manner.


	Her son came to work with her one day and was very bored.  My friend put her child on one of the library’s computers and he created a picture with a drawing program.


	She was very impressed with his artwork and asked who he drew in his portrait.  Her son proudly let her know that it was Jesus.


	Like most mom’s she wanted a hard copy that she could hang on her refrigerator at home.  Unfortunately she was having trouble printing the picture, so she saved it to a temporary file that she named “Jesus.”


	A day or two later, she was excited when she worked out the kinks in the computer and was able to produce a copy of her son’s masterpiece.  Since she no longer needed the temporary file she hit the delete button.  In response to her command this verification question appeared on the monitor: Are you sure you want to delete ‘Jesus’?  As the question soaked in, her finger sat heavily upon the computer’s button and a tear fell from the corner of her eye.





	Most of us will probably never be in the same position that Peter was that cruel night long ago when he denied even knowing the name of “that Nazarene, Jesus (Mark 14:67).”  We will probably not call down curses upon ourselves, surrounded by witnesses, and exclaim “I don’t know this man you’re talking about (Mark 14:71).”  I pray that we will never cry uncontrollably as we are reminded of our Lord’s warning and hear the rooster’s crow (Mark 14:72).


	But will we be tempted to “push a button” when it is not convenient to walk the Christian life?  Will our actions or inactions make our knowledge of Jesus questionable?  Are we ever guilty of turning Jesus “on” and “off” when it suits our mood?


	Let’s think about it for a moment…





Throughout our weeks do we ever neglect prayer because it is not convenient?


Do we go days without touching the Bible let alone actually reading it?


Are we consistent in returning the Lord’s tithe or do we rationalize why He could not actually expect us to give that much?


Is it just easier for us to sleep in on Sundays and skip over worshipping our Lord?  Or, does something more “urgent” keep us from the Lord’s house?


Is it simpler to just listen to the off-color jokes at work than it is to make a stand, by walking away?


Are we ever hesitant to tell others how Jesus has blessed our lives?





	Can we be honest?  It is a daily temptation to take Jesus for granted, which is just the same as denying Him.  I pray that we will never be guilty of denying Jesus with our lips but let us also be careful to not let our actions—or non-actions—omit Jesus from our daily walk and lives.


	After all, we do not “want to delete Jesus?”  Do we?
